UPDATES ON KV BIKE PARK by Brad Alexander

The Kernville Bike Park has come a long way and the community has really pulled together both
financially and by helping with cleaning, building, and maintaining the grounds. The financial
contributions to the park total well over $15,000 since April, 2011. These funds have been used for the
fencing for the BMX portion of the park; material alone was $7,500. We purchased a new start gate,
controller, and air ram for $5,200. Shipping for material was $800, more dirt to build up the start hill was
$1,000, along with many other miscellaneous needs. The Kernville Chamber paid the big expense of
labor to install the fencing.

We would like everyone to understand that, although the BMX portion of the track needs to be fenced
and gated to protect assets and to relieve us from liability, the rest of the park will remain open at all
times. There will be plenty to do out there for both young and “young at heart”. We currently have an
intermediate skills course and pump track available. Soon we will have a single track around the bike
park grounds for anyone to ride and enjoy. This new track will be geared for beginners, but will have
offshoots for those that like to get a little fancy. Bike parks are becoming huge attractions for local
communities all over America. Although we have only a few acres to work with, we believe we can make
it a very enjoyable experience for locals and visitors, young and old alike.

Currently, to move things along, our needs include a 5000w generator, an air compressor, a cargo
container (sea train), treated wood for more skills courses and trails, and material to build a sign-up shed
for BMX racing. Once these items are in place, we will be able to begin racing. In the mean time, the
park is always open and we encourage those that like to ride a bike to come out and play. Please
remember that this is a project brought together by locals working hard in conjunction with the Kernville
Chamber of Commerce and the South Fork School and Community Foundation.
